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The following options for calling in the standard Commonwealth Banner are available to sites and applications using http and https. The use of these methods to include the common banner will ensure that if the banner is changed, your site will reflect those changes without any extra work by the site’s webmaster. These methods of including the common banner are supported by Virginia Interactive on Virginia.gov and all agency websites.

For sites using http: — Use http://www.virginia.gov/css/common_banner.css
Code in the webpage head tag: 
<link rel="stylesheet" type="text/css" href="http://www.virginia.gov/css/common_banner.css" />

For sites and applications using https: — Use https://www.virginia.gov/css/common_banner_ssl.css
Code in the webpage head tag: 
<link rel="stylesheet" type="text/css" href="https://www.virginia.gov/css/common_banner_ssl.css" />

For sites and applications who need to use the same code for both http: and https: — Use https://www.virginia.gov/css/common_banner_ssl.css
Code in the webpage head tag: 
<link rel="stylesheet" type="text/css" href="https://www.virginia.gov/css/common_banner_ssl.css" />


In the browser, simply adding an “s” to the  http://  of a public URL does not indicate a problem with the common banner. The public version of the banner will not show up on an https: view because it is not designed or intended to be delivered using https: encryption.
